Using wool, you can crochet, plait 
or wrap it round the tree. Think of 
how beautiful it would be if we all 
did this.

Pebble Power 
Choose your pebble or stone. Those 
with a smooth surface work well. The 
best paints to use are waterproof paint or 
acrylic paint. Ideally you should use two 
coats to make sure the colour is thick enough. Cover your pebble 
with varnish or gloss to make it shiny and protect the painting. Place 
your pebble round the base of the chiming tree.
